NOTICE TO ALL RESIDENTS!

All residents of Florence Gardens are required to pick up any feces that their pet drops on a walk in 
the park. 
 
You are not permitted to put any bulk trash, gravel or anything like that on a neighborôs property OR 
in front of your neighborôs property.  Bulk trash is to be placed in front of your own property no more 
than 1 week in advance of the regular bulk trash pickupé.which is usually the first Tuesday of each 
month. 
 
Residents are not permitted to park their RVs on their property or anywhere else IN THE PARK 
without a 10 day parking permit that can be obtained from the Florence Gardens Business Office in 
the Clubhouse.  You are allowed 30 days of parking per year for your RV.  Personal vehicles must 
be parked on your own property in a space designated for parking. 
 
Trailers are subject to the same parking permit restrictions. 
 
All weed problems can be reported to the Town of Florence by calling Mr. Michael at 520-868-7556.  
If the Town of Florence does not take any action within 30 days of the phone call, you may file a 
complaint with the Compliance Committee through the office and the appropriate action will be 
taken.
