For the past few months we have been hearing and reading that on February 17, 2009, 
television programs will only be broadcast in digital format.  Older television sets are designed 
to receive analog format.  That means your older television sets that currently receive their 
signals via an antenna or órabbit earsô will no longer be able to receive television programs 
unless you purchase a converter box that allows your analog television set to receive the digital 
signal. 

 
If you have cable or satellite television service, or a newer digital TV, you probably wonôt 

need to make any changes.  Those services and the newer TVs already use converters that 
receive digital signals. 

 
You DO NOT have to purchase cable or satellite service or even a new TV set to be able to 

receive a digital signal.  However, you do need a converter box.  Knowing the financial burden 
the cost of a converter box could be, the government has set up a program for every 
household to get up to two coupons worth $40.00 each to apply to the cost of converter boxes 
for up to two TVs, one coupon per converter box.  See how to get the coupons below.  The 
cheapest price I have seen for a converter box is $60.00, so far.  They can cost more; so, if 
you need one, you may have to shop around. 

 
To get the coupon, call 1 -888-225-5322 toll free, or go on -line to www.dtv2009.gov  to 

request them.  
 
I ordered two coupons on July 14th and was told they were scheduled to be mailed on 

August 8th.  The coupons are good for 90 days.  A word of advice, if you need a converter box, 
order the coupons soon.  There will probably be a last minute rush and possibly a shortage of 
converter boxes. 

 
Converter boxes can be purchased at any of these national retailers currently participating 

in the program:
